L Richard Sypniewski 6865 N. Noffke Dr. - Sypniewski asked if there was a guarantee ofhow long the
road would last.

2. Ingrid Konow 7334 &1335 N. Noflke Dr. - Konow had several questions and concems about the road.
Stated she was not in favor of it.

4. Larry Schaidt 6803 N. Noffke Dr. - He stated that he would personally buy the road, fix it and restrict
access ifthat were what it would take to get the road fixed.

5. John Coles 6710 N. NofIke Dr. - He asked ifthe property taxes would increase once thc road was fixed.

6. Brenda Coles 6710 N. Noffke Dr. - She asked about chip sealing and was concemed about the amount
ofgravel that comes down the hill and ends up at the end ofher driveway.

7. Emily Haaksma 6580 N. Noffke Dr - She asked how the special assessment would impact the sale of a
home.

8. Kay Genther 7487 N. Nofike Dr. Genthcr asked if the homeowner association would have any liability
iftherc was a spccial assessmcnt and somcthing happened on the road. Welch answered no-

9. Bob Koster 6323 N. Nofl<e Dr - Koster said he would like to see the petitions and had questions about
how the signaturcs were counted.

10. Jacob Welch - Barry County Road Commission - Welch explained that special assessments do occur on
public roads and that it is preferable to some ofthe altemative ways ofpaying for road improvements.
